Failure to do so may subject Bidder to disqualification.

Item 1: Non-Mandatory Pre-Bid Conference Meeting Minutes:

A. Pre-Bid Conference Meeting Minutes — A copy of the non-mandatory pre-bid conference
meeting minutes held on October 3, 2012 is attached for reference only.

Item 2: Bidding and Contract Requirements
A. Invitation to Bidders — Please note the following changes to the “Invitation to Bidders”:
a. Bid Opening — the time of the Bid Opening has been changed from 10:00 A.M.,
October 11, 2012 to 2:30 P.M. of the same day. Location of the Bid Opening per the

Invitation to Bidders remains unchanged.

B. Bid Proposal — Remove in its entirety and replace with the revised “Bid Proposal”
attached, noting the following changes:

a. BP-1—Pay Item 205.4, change the quantity from 344.79 SY to 377.6 SY.

b. BP-1—Pay Item 206.1, change the quantity from 291.8 SY to 319.6 SY.

c. BP-1-—Pay Item 507.2, change the quantity from 212 LF to 2,050 LF.

d. BP-2 —Pay Item 515.1, change the quantity from 99.38 CY to 334.7 CY.

e. BP-2 —Pay Item 516.1, change the quantity from 894.8 SY to 3,041.7 SY.

f. BP-5, change in the project completion time from 120 calendar days to 150 calendar
days. This is to allow for time off during the holiday season. The contractor is still

expected to make a diligent effort to perform all responsibilities and services under this
contract.
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C. Instructions to Bidders — Page IB-7, replace paragraph 23 with the following:

23. To assist the San Antonio Water System Contracting Olffice in performing the bidder
evaluation and subsequent recommendation of award, the apparent low bidder will
submit the following items with the bid packet the day of the bid opening. Failure to
provide the required information within the specific time, may result in determining a
non-responsive bidder:

(a) A complete financial statement for your organization that was prepared within
the past 12 months, by an independent Certified Public Accountant, and a point
of contact for your banking institution.

(b) An information packet on company showing experience, organization and
equipment.

(c) A statement regarding ability to complete the project within the schedule taking
into account existing commitments.

(d)  Record of performance on three (3) similar projects completed within the last 5
years including name of project, amount of project, project duration, name,
address, and telephone number of contact person for each project.

(e) A completed and signed W-9 Request for Taxpayer ldentification Number and
Certification form.

D. Special Conditions — Please note the following changes to the “Special Conditions”:

a. Add section SC-2.5 which states: “Temporary Construction Fencing. Provisions are
quantified in the plans for 6-foot tall temporary chain link fencing to enclose the
construction zone for areas outside of the streets for the purposes of preventing
outside intruders, animals, etc. from entering. For purposes of quantity calculation,
it has been assumed that the entire permanent sewer and temporary construction
easement areas will be enclosed.”

b. Add section SC-2.6 which states: “Pre-Construction Video and Photos. Contractor
will be required to provide video and photographs of existing homes and the job
site prior to starting work in order to address any claims that may arise during
construction.”

Item 3: Questions and Answers

A. The following represent clarifications to the Contract Documents:

SAWS owns the property located at 335 Azucena. SAWS does not own the property
located at 328 Azucena.

The contractor is to determine the means and methods of abandoning the sanitary sewer
siphon structures.

There are several locations in the plans where existing fencing is called out to be
removed and replaced as NSPI. The cost of this fence repair should be included in the
unit prices of the sanitary sewer pipe.

Upon further verification in the field, it has been determined by SAWS staff that the
home at 335 Azucena is built on a solid concrete slab.

Can you please change the bid opening time from 10:00 A.M. to 2:00 P.M. for the
Azucena Street 30-Inch Sewer Project, SAWS Job No. 11-4518, Solicitation No. B-
12-059-DD? A change in time will allow FedEx to deliver the out-of-town bids on
time. This change benefits the owner by receiving more competitive bids for the
project.

Though it isn’t always feasible for SAWS to adjust the bid opening date and/or
time for its construction solicitations when requested, we are not opposed to
changing the time for this project to increase the competitiveness of the bids.
The time has been changed to 2:30 p.m. Please reference page A2-1, Item 1 -
Bidding and Contract Requirements of this Addendum.

Items 856-1 and 856-3 on Drawing #19 shows a 30" steel pipe inside of the 48"
casing pipe, changing outside of the casing into a 30" FRP pipe.

For clarification, the Plans show 2 proposed 48” casings for the 30” FRP siphon
pipes crossing under the concrete drainage structure and one 30” casing for the
18” air bypass line. The FRP pipe is shown uninterrupted through the casings.
There is no tie of casing to FRP indicated.

If this transition from steel to FRP is correct, there is no transition detail on the
drawings.

There is no transition called out or suggested.
The quantities covering the four items do not appear to be correct.
The quantities are correct.

How does the 18" HDPE tie-in down at the bottom (elev: 685) or does it go through
between the two 48"casing pipes (i.e.: is it direct bury or is there a casing pipe)?

The plans call out for a 30” steel casing to carry the proposed 18” air bypass
line. The air bypass line is shown to go in between the two 30” siphon lines.
You cannot direct bury this section under the existing drainage structure, that’s
why we are boring. The casing is used to pass the proposed pipes through the
bore and not as part of the siphon pipes as flow sections.

Note 3 on various plan sheets states that the Contractor is to locate all existing
sanitary sewer laterals and provide invert elevations to the engineer prior to any
construction activities. Is it the intent of the engineer to have this work preformed to
insure there are no conflicts with the proposed S.S. depth? Also, is it correct to
assume that this work is to be performed by the owner/engineers RPLS that will be
providing the Constructing Staking as described in the Special Conditions (SC-2.0)?

Yes, the intent is to insure there are no conflicts with the proposed S.S. depth.
The determination of the invert elevations is to be performed by the contractor
during construction and the data is to be reported to the engineer before
installation of the lateral. This work is not related to the staking as outlined in
the Special Conditions.

For consistency amongst all bidders will the owner/engineer please provide the most
recent CoSA sidewalk & driveway design/construction guidelines for excavation in
streets as referenced in Note 6 found on Sheet 10, and other various plan sheets?

These guidelines may be obtained from the City of San Antonio’s website
provided at the end of the contract documents.

Will the owner/engineer consider adding a bid allowance for misc. repairs (sidewalk,
driveway, seed/sod, etc...) associated to the installation/repair of sanitary sewer
laterals?

Per SAWS Standard Specification No. 854: Sanitary Sewer Laterals, removal
and repair of any and all pavement and surface structures (to include sidewalk,
concrete, etc.) encountered during lateral installation shall be paid for under the
unit price for Sanitary Sewer Laterals. No separate payment shall be allowed
for repair of sidewalk, driveways, etc. associated with this work.

For consistency amongst all bidders will the owner/engineers consider adding a bid
item for the removal/replacement of all fences & gates within the limits of
construction? Including but not limited to: Chain Link fences located at 342 Amires,
Wooden fences located at 346 Amires, Wrought Iron Fences along Amires Pl., Chain
Link fences located at 383 Amires, Chain Link fences located at 347 Amires, Chain
Link fence located at 347 Azucena, and Chain Link fence located at 344 Groff.

Removal and replacement of all miscellaneous fences and gates and called out
on the contract documents for replacement shall be included in the price of the
sanitary sewer pipe installed under item No. 848: Sanitary Sewers.

After reviewing the construction drawings it appears that the pay limit width for Item
#'s 515.1 & 516.1 (Topsoil & Sod) are the estimated maximum trench width (6.5"). If
vegetated areas outside of these limits are disturbed by construction activities will the
contractor be expected to restore these areas with the same materials? If this is the
case, will the owner/engineer consider extending the maximum pay width for Items
515.1 & 516.1?

It is expected that all areas disturbed within the sanitary sewer and temporary
construction easements shall be restored to equal or better condition. As a
result, the limits for sod and soil replacement have been extended to include all
of the area within the permanent and temporary easements. See attached
revised Bid Proposal for updated quantities.

After reviewing the construction drawings it appears that the pay limit width for Item
#'s 205.4 & 206.1 (HMAC & ATB) are the estimated maximum trench width plus
12" on each side to create a clean joint (6.5' + 1' + 1'). In our experience it is typical
for pavement outside of the maximum trench width to be damaged by construction
activities while installing the proposed utility. Will the owner/engineer consider
extending the maximum pay width of Items 205.4 & 206.1 to the full width of the
street?

As a clarification, the trench width shown on the plans is the pipe diameter plus
2 feet on either side, per the detail on sheet 34. This yields a pavement cut width
of 6.5 feet. The maximum trench width shown on the plans shall not be changed
as it is following a standard SAWS detail. However, to facilitate construction of
the sanitary sewer structures (manholes specifically), the pavement area to be
disturbed around the proposed structure has been increased to allow for the
construction of the concrete base and other components. See attached revised
Bid Proposal for updated quantities.

At the pre-bid, it was discussed and a concern about the access to under the houses to
abandon the existing siphon and boxes. SAWS stated it did not want the houses
damaged and the contractor is to determine method to do so. Would it be acceptable
to excavate and break into the structures from the side of these homes and avoid
actually going under these homes? The exact location of the structure is not known
for bidding, would this option be possible?

This option might be a viable one as long as the methods are approved by SAWS
and the Consultant. Please submit for approval a plan of action for the method
anticipated for the abandonment of the structures and siphon piping. The
methods need to show how, if damaged, the house’s structural integrity will be
supported and the damage repaired to SAWS’s satisfaction and to current
building code standards. If the foundation of the home is in fact a slab on-
grade, then engineered plans may be required detailing all necessary measures
needed to perform the work as called out on the contract documents without
damaging the foundation of the home.

Has SAWS notified the homeowners who’s backyards will be crossing on the project
and what will be necessary removed & replaced? (Specifically #347 Azucena and
#346 Amires homes)

The homeowners are aware of the fact that there will be construction activities
in the vicinity of their properties and permanent and temporary easements have
already been acquired to allow for the construction to occur. Per the plans, it is
the contractor’s responsibility to notify the affected homeowners at least 48
hours in advance of work occurring. It is recommended that the contractor
coordinate with the homeowners in the relocation of portable items which may
be within the easements order to minimize damage to the homeowner’s
property, vehicles and other miscellaneous objects within the project site.

Will SAWS guarantee access to a work zone regarding the two siphons at #335 and
#328 abandonment? The special conditions sound as though the owners may be non-
cooperative.

SAWS currently owns the home located at 335 Azucena Street. In addition,
there is a temporary 25-foot construction easement which encompasses all of 331
Azucena which is to be used by the contractor, if needed, during abandonment
operations. The home at 328 Azucena is owned by another individual, but
SAWS has a 25-foot sanitary sewer easement encompassing Lot 17, Block 10.
The downstream siphon box lies within this easement and the contractor shall
work within it to achieve the abandonment of the siphon box.

Does SAWS own the house at both #328 and #335 Azucena? At the pre-bid SAWS
mentioned the homes were now owned by SAWS.

SAWS currently owns the home located at 335 Azucena Street. The home at 328
Azucena is owned by another individual.

At 335 Azucena the structure to be abandoned is under the house foundation, how
will this structure be abandoned?

Per the plans and other contract documents, the contractor is to determine the
means and methods of performing the abandonment. Such means and methods
are to be approved by the engineer and SAWS inspector.

Will the Contractor be responsible for any damage to the house during the duration of
the construction in this area?

Yes, per contract documents the contractor will be responsible for damage to
the structure of the home. Though undesirable, the costs of repair to the
foundation in attempting to access the siphon box shall be included in the price
of the abandonment of the structure.

At 328 Azucena shows 2 structures, will both of them need to be abandoned? And is
this a double or single barrel?

The existing siphon is a 30-inch, single-barrel siphon (based on best available
records). As a clarification, there is one upstream siphon structure at 335
Azucena and one downstream structure at 328 Azucena. Just within the right of
way in front of 328 Azucena, there is a sanitary sewer manhole. This manhole,
along with both existing siphon structure will need to be abandoned in
accordance with SAWS standard specifications. Given the complexity of the
siphon structure abandonment, each siphon structure is presented as separate
bid line item since the means and methods to abandon them will differ. The
abandonment of the other standard sanitary sewer manholes and main are
included on separate line items as well.

Are there easements inside the properties still in place just in case the contractor
needs to go and excavate to pressure grout/abandon the existing 30” main from
between the streets?

The easements are still in place with the exception of the property at 335

Azucena. However, since SAWs owns this property, construction will be
allowed as long as the existing home is not damaged during construction. As
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stated in the contract documents, any damage to the home is to be repaired at
the contractor’s expense.

Q20: On the inside drop manholes, are the drops going to follow SAWS detail DD-852-
09? No detail or spec is showing on the plans. Please advise.

A20: Correct. The drop manhole shall be built in accordance with SAWS standard
specifications and details available at www.saws.org. The plans include notes
indicating that all standard details are to be obtained from SAWS’s website.

The remainder of the bid documents remains unchanged.
This Addendum, including this page, is seven (7) pages in its entirety.

Each bidder is requested to acknowledge receipt of this Addendum No. 3 by his/her signature
affixed hereto and to file same as an attachment to his/her bid.
