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Good Faith Effort Plan (GFEP) FAQs
• Q: Is the 20% aspirational SMWB goal mandatory?

A:  No, but we ask prime contractors to do their best with good faith outreach efforts. If the goal is not met, proof of 
outreach efforts is required with the submittal.

• Q: What if I am having trouble finding SMWB subcontractors?
A:  Please email the SMWVB Program Manager with the scopes of work you are seeking.  You will receive lists of local 

SMWVB-certified firms to contact.

• Q: What if my business is SMWB-certified? Do I need to find SMWB subs?
A:  If your firm is SMWVB-certified, you will most likely meet the goal. However, the GFEP is a required document, and a 

good faith outreach effort is still necessary.

• Q: Do I need to include all my subcontractors in the GFEP or just those that qualify towards the   
SMWB goal?

A:  All subcontractors need to be included in the GFEP, even those that may not count towards the SMWB goal.

Reasons to Register in the VRN
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Contract Requirements

• Payroll records are subject to review
• Contractors to utilize LCP Tracker
• Certified payroll to be submitted on weekly basis
• Contractors are responsible for sub-contractor payroll
• Late payrolls delay contractor payments from SAWS
• Wage decisions are included within the specifications
• Site visits are random and unannounced
• Interviews will be conducted and will be private & confidential
• All apprenticeship programs will need to be approved by Department of Labor prior

to starting
