payment of all lawful claims for labor performed and materials furnished in the fulfillment of the contract.

It is anticipated that the Owner will provide written Authorization to Proceed within 30 days after the award of the Contract.

The work called for in this Contract shall commence on the date indicated in the SAWS written Authorization to Proceed
Under no circumstances shall the work commence prior to the date provided for in the SAWS issued, written Authorization 
to Proceed.  Work shall be completed in full within consecutive calendar days.

The undersigned certifies that the bid prices contained in the proposal have been carefully checked and are submitted as 
correct and final.

The undersigned further acknowledges compliance with “Wage and Labor Standard Provisions” of this contract and the use 
of the Blue Book rental rates for establishment of equipment rental rates whether owned or leased during the course of this 
Contract.
