ADDENDUM NO. 1 

City of Nixon Well 4 – Temporary Discharge Piping While Pumping Well for Bacteriological Sampling 

1) Approximately 700 feet of temporary discharge piping to discharge water at B-B inlet at point shown above. 

2) Use sand bags as needed to direct flow into inlet and keep water away from W. 3rd Street. 

3) A 20-foot wide road crossing constructed for conveyance of water  from Rain for Rent or approved equal with 12-inch flanged 

connection to cross N. Congress Avenue.  Road crossing placement also subject to approval by SAWS. 

4) Signage to be supplied by Flasher Equipment or approved equal.

ADDENDUM NO. 1 

City of Nixon Well 5 – Temporary Discharge Piping While Pumping Well for Bacteriological Sampling 

 

1) Approximately 350 feet of temporary discharge piping to discharge water at point shown above. 

2) A 20-foot wide road crossing constructed for conveyance of water  from Rain for Rent or approved equal with 12-inch flanged 

connection to cross Lowery Avenue.  Road crossing placement also subject to approval by SAWS. 

3) Signage to be supplied by Flasher Equipment or approved equal.
