If exterior becomes contaminated, decontaminate transport vehicles
before they exit the site.

Cover open transport vehicles before they exit the site in a manner that sheds rainwater.
Do not remove covers until transport vehicles arrive at their off-site destination.
Inspect transport vehicles before they exit the site.

1.  Wheels and undercarriage of transport vehicles shall be inspected to ensure that
no visible soil or waste adheres to any surface.

2. Tailgates shall be inspected to ensure that they are tightly sealed.
Covers shall be inspected to ensure that they are securely fastened and no holes
are present.

4.  Tank trucks shall be inspected to ensure that fittings are tightly sealed.

5. Nodrips or leaks of any size shall be allowed from any transport vehicle.

Comply with local transportation regulations, ordinances, and restrictions.

The CONTRACTOR shall not allow any regulated materials to be shipped off-site until
the proper manifest forms for each given shipment have been signed by the generator.
The CONTRACTOR shall providle OWNER with 72-hour notice of upcoming
shipments so that manifests can be signed.
